
 Sospirolo
and its territory

In the heart of Val Belluna, not far from Belluno, in a 
sunny position, surrounded by the mountains that crown it, 
there is the town of Sospirolo.

Of ancient origin, with fi ndings dating back to the Bronze 
Age and consistent traces of the Roman presence, Sospirolo 
and its villages show the traits of a simple and extraordinary 
beauty, where examples of rural architecture alternate with 
nice landscapes.

The Venetian villas scattered almost everywhere are a 
starting point to read the history of this territory and redis-
cover its innate tourist vocation.

The imposing façade of Villa Sandi-Zasso (18th cen-
tury), visible from every point of the Val Belluna, dominates 
the scenes. The charm of Villa Buzzatti-Ferrante (19th cen-
tury), the rigor of the architectural lines of Villa Agosti-Bacchetti 
(17th century), the play of light and color of the avenue of 
hornbeams at Villa Agosti-Miari (19th century), but also the 
frescoes of the small churches of Gron and Oregne, the soar-
ing bell tower of the ancient parish church of San Pietro (12th 
century), the portico of Santa Giuliana that overlooks the 
village of Mis.

From the shores of Cordevole river to the Gron plain, from 
the Valle del Mis to the wild outlines of the Monti del Sole, 
from the gigantic clusters of the Masiere to the Certosa com-
plex, the  landscape of Sospirolo preserves the true fl avor of 
a distant past that continues to live, to suggest thoughts and 
emotions.

An irresistible invitation to imagine naturalistic, religious 
and historical-artistic itineraries, to know the products of the 
land and of the artisan work, to enjoy a sincere and smiling 
hospitality

Certosa, Masiere 
and lake of Vedana

The sweet and luminous scenery that Val Belluna offers to 
the visitor seems to be interrupted at the Masiere di Vedana, 
where the Certosa di San Marco rises majestically in its 
architectural structure.

The historical information brings us back to the twelfth 
century when the monastery gave hospitality to travellers in 
transit along the Canale d’Agordo, a route of strategic impor-
tance for access to the Agordino mines.

From the mid-fi fteenth century, between various events, the 
Certosa founded by the monks of San Brunone became a 
model of social organization and center of spirituality.

After the suppression ordered by the Serenissima in 1768, 
the monastery  and its goods were sold and eventually passed 
to the Segato family.

The famous Egyptologist Girolamo Segato (1792-1836) 
was born and lived in the Certosa.

The Carthusians took the possession again in 1882, distin-
guishing themselves, especially at the beginning of the follow-
ing century and after the war, in assisting the poorest people. 
Today a group of nuns lives in complete seclusion in the mon-
astery.

Around this place rich in art and history there is a place 
called Masiere – a vast area of rocks fallen from Peron 
mountain and dispersed by the Val Cordevole glacier in retreat 
- forming a natural reserve of unique geological and botanical 
value with the Vedana lake.

The magical atmosphere that surrounds this strip of land 
has inspired the legend of the cities of Cornia and Cor-
doba, punished for the egotism of the inhabitants and buried 
with their treasures.

Lake of Mis  
and Monti del Sole

One of the main penetration routes in the Belluno Do-
lomites National Park is the Valle del Mis with its lake 
where the sharp peaks of the Monti del Sole are refl ected.

Already mentioned by Dino Buzzati for the intact mystery 
of its silences, until the middle of the last century it was 
inhabited by farmers and woodsmen. Traces, glimpses, nice 
landscapes remain of that world today which evokes ancient 
memories: Gena and its bell tower, the round top of the 
White Roa, the Forzelon delle Mughe, the majestic Morsecca, 
the superb beauty of Peralora.

The tourist will fi nd in the valley a cosy pic nic, caravan 
and chalet area with the possibility of canoeing, surfi ng, fi sh-
ing, biking and easy walks along the paths.

What an emotion the Cadini del Brenton or the Cas-
cata della Soffi a, along the path of the Val Falcina, going 
up to the lonely village of Gena Alta!

Brave people have the possibility to practice more ad-
venturous activities along the paths leading to the Bivac-
co Valdo (1550 m), Casera Nusieda (968 m), Piz di 
Vedana (m.1324), and Sperone mountain (1362 m) 
remembered by Dino Buzzati at the beginning of his moun-
taineering career.

Among the easiest paths we recommend the “Dino 
Buzzati path” in Sospirolo; the “Longobardi path” in 
Maras; the “Lago e Masiere di Vedana path” and the 
“Girolamo Segato path” in Torbe, the “Tommaso Cat-
ullo path” in Sass Muss.

In Sospirolo area you can walk along the paths of the 
“Pedemontane churches of the National Park” and 
the “Cammino delle Dolomiti”. The Via degli Ospizi 
starts in Vedana.

The streets with little traffi c and up and down offer the 
possibility of fantastic rides by bike.
